LEARNING OBJECTIVES
- Learn how the electrical circuit works

- Learn how accidents can be avoided

MATERIALS NEEDED

- Video projector
- Computers with Internet access

- Electrical circuit materials (lamp, wire, switch etc.)

LEARNING SCENARIO AND ACTIVITIES PROPOSED

1) Introduction (10 minutes)

The teacher explains what an electrical circuit is and gives the definition.

For this to be better understood, the teacher shows the following video on the projector:

“How To Make a Simple Electric Circuit | Working Model School Science Project” from

School Science Project Ideas.

2) Practice (20 minutes)
The students practice connecting an electrical circuit. The teacher is always guiding and

monitoring them to make sure that no accidents occur.

3) Production (25 minutes)
The students find examples of electrical circuit experiments on TikTok and recreate
them or come up with examples of their own. They film their efforts and upload them on

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a class social media account they created (Note: the students should use a class social
media account and not their personal social media accounts to protect their privacy).
